Swine Flu: According to news reports the incidence of Swine Flu seems to be on the increase. Respiratory hygiene and cough etiquette are key measures that everyone should use at all times to prevent the transmission of the flu virus. These measures include, when coughing and sneezing:

· Turning one’s head away from other people.

· Students should cover the mouth and nose with a paper tissue when coughing or sneezing. If no tissue is available they should cough or sneeze into the inside of their elbow.

· Placing the used tissue in a waste bin.

· Washing hands, after disposing of a tissue, with soap and water, or alcohol based hand cleaners.
